Narcotics Anonymous is a nonprofit, community based organization for recovering addicts. Narcotics Anonymous (NA) members learn from one another
how to live drug-free and recover from the effects of addiction in their lives.

Anyone who wants to stop using drugs may become a member of Narcotics Anonymous. Membership is not limited to addicts using any particular drug.
Those who feel they may have a problem with drugs, legal or illegal, including alcohol and marijuana, are welcome in NA. Recovery in NA focuses on
the problem of addiction, not on any particular drug.

The basic premise of anonymity allows addicts to attend meetings without fear of legal or social repercussions.

NA's primary approach to recovery is its belief in the therapeutic value of one addict helping another. Members take part in NA meetings by talking about
their experiences and recovery from drug addiction. NA meetings are informally structured, held in space rented by the group, and are led by members
who take turns opening and closing the meeting.

Most NA meetings are held regularly at the same time and place each week, usually in a public facility. There are two basic types of meetings those that
are open to the general public and those that are closed to the public (for addicts only). The locations of NA meetings in Lexington are indicated by the

numbered dots on the map and the numbers correspond to the numbered locations and times on the inside page. Kentucky Survivors Area meetings
outside of Lexington are listed on the back page.
